: The Council decided that a room for seminars and small meetings
was needed. At first plans were drawn up to convert the shed filled
with wood carvings but these plans were dropped. Instead it was
decided to convert the gallery of the Hall. Funds for the conversion and
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decoration were donated by the Svasti Ostanukroh Foundation and the
Bangkok Bank. The room was called the Prince Dhani Room and was
opened by Prince Dhani himself on November 9, 1973.* It has been

used for two seminars.

The rare books were put into the small room next to the office.
The Asia Foundation donated funds for its decoration. The room iscalled
The Prince Wan Room and opened on February 26, 1974 by the President
himself as part of the celebrations for the Society’s 70th Anniversary.*

The collection has been expanded in all fields and now comprises a
little over 11,000 volumes. The Asia Foundation has generously
contributed two large bookshelves to hold the increased number of
books.

Requests filed by members have been fulfilled whenever possible,
and have contributed to the general usefulness of the library.

An increase in use of the library, particularly by students, has made
it necessary to add more desk space, but it is still insufficient.

The Prince Wan Room.  The small room adjoining the main collection
and containing a number of rare books, maps, and photographs was
previously known as the Rare Books Room.  Thanks to a contribution
by the Asia Foundation, it has been air-conditioned and pleasantly
refurnished. It has now been re-named in honor of Prince Wan and was
inaugurated by him on February 26, 1974.

Presentations, Prince Dhani contributed to the Society’s collection a
manuscript by Prince Bidhyalongkorn. The Japanese Embassy gave
several handsome volumes on the Arts of Japan. Mr. Van Kuyk presented
valuable works on Chinese history. Other individuals, Mr. Sulak
Sivaraksa, M.L. Manich Jumsai, Dr. Tej Bunnag, Dr. Charavit Kasetsiri,
Mr. William Klausner, Mr. Hans Penth, Mr. Piriya Krairiksh, presented
books; Mr. Dusit Banijbatana donated a table for the use of the library.

The Stanton Fund now stands at 31,374.36 balit. The interest has
been used this year to buy three rare or expensive works.

1973-1974

1. Following a meeting of the Ad Hoc Committee in August 1973, it

was decided to' set up a new editorial and publications committee
which would be called simply the Publications Committee, Mr.
William J. Klausner kindly agreed to serve as the Committee’s .
Chairman with Mr., Sulak Sivaraksa and Dr, Tej Bunnag as Members,
Dr. Tej continued as Honorary Editor of the J§S and also served as
the representative of the Committee on the Council.

The Committee held several meetings during the year on an
informal basis, namely, over lunch in the Grill Room at the Royal
Hotel on Rajdamnoen Avenue. A programme of publications and
reprints was drawn up as follows.

Readers would be asked to complete their tasks and funds would be
sought for the printing.

Jr. Nanda Charoenpan did the handsome art work which was ably
executed by the Sompong Press.

ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE PROGRAMME & TRAVEL COMMITTEE
1973-1974

During 1973-1974 the Programme and Travel Committee arranged
7 Excursions, 24 lectures, and 3 discussions. Increasing attention was
given to obtaining local lecturers and distinguished guest speakers from
neighbouring countries. The lectures on China and those who illustrated
their talks with slides proved as usual more popular than the purely
scholarly presentations. Since the opening of the Prince Dhani Room
in November 1973, quite a number of small and intimate gatherings of
scholars have been held in that room. The committee would welcome
any suggestion from members as to the further use of the Prince Dhani
Room. Indeed if groups are formed to study various aspects of Thai |
culture, they are welcome to make use of this room as much as possible.

The Committee arranged a one-man painting exhibition by Mr.
Pricha Arjunka, a former grantee of the JDR III Fund and of the
Sathirakoses Nagapradipa Foundation. During the exhibition which
lasted from 24 January to 14 February, three discussions took place every
Saturday concerning the relevance of modern art to the education and
development of the country. They were attended mostly by students,
especially those from Silpakorn University. The same was true of a dis-
cussion in Thai on wildlife conservation which was held jointly with the
wildlife Association., The cultural evening programmes which included
presentations of north and northeastern performing arts were well
attended. The same was true of our travel programme under which trips
were taken on the average of once a month. Then came the fuel shortage,
The Committee therefore decided that we ought to help the Government
by organizing fewer tours.* - Nevertheless, we did manage to take 25
members to Luang Prabang on 24-28 January 1974, This was the first
time for quitea number of years that the Committee was able to organize
a trip abroad. Thanks to Mr. Balzar, to our Foreign Ministry, and to

* His Royal Highness the President conveyed this decision to His Excellency the
Prime Minister who duly acknowledged the message. The texts are on pp. 418-420, _
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the Royal Lao Government, the trip was managed to the satisfaction of
those who went with us. The main events of the year were of course the
celebration of our 70th anniversary, the opening of the Prince Dhani
Room and the opening of the Prince Wan Rare Books Room, For each
event, we were kindly assisted financially by the Osathanukroh
Foundation, the Asia Foundation, the Bangkok Bank and the Thai
Military Bank. For all their generosity, we wish to thank them sincerely.

The Committee was first chaired by Mrs. Edwin F. Stanton, who
later on resigned, since she had to arrange programmes for the World
Fellowship of Buddhists, which opened its new headquarters near our
Society. MTr. Sulak Sivaraksa succeeded her, since he was a co-chairman
from the beginning. Committee members were Dr. Tej Bunniag and Mr.
William J. Klausner. . Mr. Euayporn Kerdchouay, as usual, was very
helpful in all our activities.

. One double-numbered issue of the Natural History Bulletin Volume
25,Nos. 1 & 2, 195 pages, 11 plates, was published containing 8 original
articles on natural history at the cost of Baht 21,050. A sum of Baht
2,000 was received for advertisements from the Forest Industry
Organization and the Thai Plywood Factory. SEATO Medical
Research Laboratory also kindly contributed a sum of Baht 6,025 for
the publication of the article, <“The Avifaunal Complex of an Open-
billed Stork” in this issue. -

. Seven hikes and excursions were undertaken to the Phu Khae Botanic
Gardens, caves and waterfalls in Saraburi; Khao Yai National Park;
Phu Kradung National Park. These hikes and excursions as arranged
brought in an income of Baht 23,697.25 which was handed over to
the Honorary Treasurer to share in the cost of printing the Natural
History Bulletin,
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Ten indoor meetings were held with 9 lectures and u panel discussion
{jointly with the Wildlife Association of Thailand). The panel
discussion on the Chao Nen dam in September and the lecture on the
feasibility of the use of nuclear energy and the Kra Canal in Januvary
drew « large number of members and guests.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE KHAMTHIENG HOUSE COMMITTEE

During 1973-1974, the Committee continued to supervise the work
of rearranging and improving the exhibits of the Khamthieng House.

Mrs, Susan Riley prepared approximately forty explanatory labels
and photographs which were framed and hung in the house with the
purpase of explaining the various objects on display in the house and in
the area below and around the house.

Two new glass cabinets were built and installed in the house. These
are being used to display some of the collection of textiles, Khun Nisa
has continued to purchase additional rare pieces of weaving and
gmbroidery,

The hill tribe collection was improved through the addition of
explanatory labels and photographs, selected and prepared by Mrs,
Riley.

In December 1973, the self-guiding tour booklet was printed. It
was wrilten by Mrs. Susan Riley and titled “Khamthieng House: A self-
guided tour”, Before publication it was read and edited by members of the
Khamthieng House Committee and by several members of the Council:

The Council decided to sell cach copy for ten baht and
to abolish the admission fee to the Khamthieng House,

In January, 1974, a Northern Thai Evening was held by the Society
at which Northern Thai music and dances were presented and the Kham-
thieng House was re-opened to the public.

There has been some newspaper publicity about the house, and
the number of visitors has increased,
